Cindy Mehallow spearheaded the initiative to
reorganize and upgrade our IRIS Award’s judging
process. To help her accomplish this goal, Cindy
enlisted the help of two fellow IABC members —
Kristin Baumgartner and Jim Irwin - both of whom
are Accredited Business Communicators (ABCs).

Under Cindy’s leadership, the team created and integrated a set of
detailed guidelines into the judging process so entries could be
uniformly judged across the board. In addition, they adapted the
judging process to accommodate the IRIS program’s new online
system. Thus, the judges could review and score the entries online,
and provide feedback for each.

By recruiting a group of 18 judges who were ABCs and/or Gold Quill
winners from across the country, Cindy raised the bar for this year’s
entrants who, in turn, benefitted significantly from the feedback
provided by such highly qualified judges.

During her 24-year career in corporate communications, Cindy has
won several awards, including an IRIS Award of Excellence and Best in
Show in 2007 for her entry titled /t’s all about Leadership, 2007 PSEG
Environmental Leadership Report.
